People's Resource Center in Need of Food
The People’s Resource Center food pantry is in desperate need of food donations.  The combination of rising food costs, fewer government commodities and an ever growing number of clients has left the shelves bare at the pantry. 

 “This is as bare as I have ever seen the shelves,” said Melissa Travis, the Director of Food Services, “we just can’t buy the quantities we need to keep the pantry full, and that, coupled with a 40% drop in the commodities we receive from the Federal Government and the weakening economy makes a ‘Perfect Storm’ of circumstances.”

 The People’s Resource Center food pantry serves more than 1800 families each month.  Low income residents of DuPage County can use the pantry one time each month and they usually receive 6 to 7 days worth of food.  This helps families pay other bills such as rent, utilities or prescription medication.
